Research object: Monitoring of the social and economic status of households with children in the light of the National strategy for actions in children’s interests (2012-2017) key statements.
2.
Research purpose: To formulate recommendations for enhancing management and statistical support of the monitoring of social and economic status of households with children.
Within this purpose were formulated three following goals: (1) to analyze set of indicators provided by the Russian statistical service to monitor social and economic situation of households with children in accordance with the key statements of the National strategy for actions in children’s interests; (2) to study existing statistical forms and databases containing information about social and economic characteristics of households with children; (3) to elaborate a comprehensive set of indicators for the monitoring of social and economic situation of households with children, and to develop new statistical forms on such topics as poverty, living standards and living conditions of households with children, children’s health and education, social security system for households with children, social orphanage.
3.
Empirical base of the research: The research is based on the analysis of existing statistical forms containing information about social and economic characteristics of children or households with children, and of the Russian Censuses data (2002 and 2010). Within the project the databases of the main regular Russian population Surveys, namely, the Russian Longitudinal Monitoring Survey — Higher School of Economics (RLMS-HSE), the Households’ Budget Survey (Rosstat), the Survey of Population Incomes and Social Programs Participation (Rosstat), the Population Living Conditions Survey (Rosstat), and others, are examined as probable sources of statistical data for the elaborated indicators.
4.
Research results: The consistency of the three main components of the National strategy for actions in children’s interests, which are the main statements and goals of the strategy, the main actions and the indicators for monitoring, is explored within this project. Particularly deep and detailed analysis of the system of statistical indicators elaborated by the Russian Federal State Statistics Service (Rosstat) to monitor an implementation of the National strategy for actions in children’s interests is performed.
On the basis of this analysis a number of methodologically relevant modifications to the system of indicators are then suggested. Among improvements introduced in the project there is a new system of indices for estimation efficiency of actions aimed to support children’s health. Then, there are extended sets of living standards, employment, social wellbeing and education indices for households with children, elaborated by the authors of the project.
Finally, new statistical forms on different topics, including incomes, wellbeing and living conditions of households with children, employment of women with children, availability and quality of the educational and health services for children, social services for children, and others, are designed within the project taking into consideration the recommendations for the monitoring indicator’s system.
5.
Implementation of the research results: The recommendations provided within the project will raise the analytical potential of the monitoring and will form a basis for a new approach to the decision-making process in the sphere of social security system for households with children. The Research was implemented within the Russian Government assignment and its results were presented at the Council for the Implementation of Priority National Projects and Demographic Policy meeting. The recommendations formulated in the Project were used by the Russian Ministry of Labor and Social protection during the work on the Russian Family Policy Concept.
